THE WAY

service needed with so many new members. The followers of Jesus had
grown in such numbers that Peter could exclaim in his Letter over the

fact that Christ, the “rejected stone,” was now the cornerstone on
whom the salvation of all the world rests. Down to this present day, he
is truly the way, the truth, and the life.

Keep in mind the class begins 7:00 p.m. and
doors are closed at 7:15 p.m. Please do not bring children to the class.

TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION

Eastern Christians have no sacrament of “confirmation,” but they have
always had the custom of richly anointing the newly baptized in myron,
or sacred chrism. They also give even infants a taste of the Precious
Blood, thereby doing away with any notion of “First Communion” in later
childhood.

In the West, although we too have an anointing with chrism for the new-
ly baptized, for centuries we have normally reserved a second anointing
for the bishop, sometimes many years after baptism. There are many
reasons for this, not the least of which is the fact that in early times the
bishop was the ordinary person to officiate at baptism, not the presyby-
ter (priest). The bishop did it all, from plunging the catechumens into
the font, to pouring chrism over them, to immediately celebrating the
Eucharist. When bishops began to cede some of their ministry to the
ranks of presbyters, they desired to maintain a strong relationship with
baptism. Thus it was decided that the solemn post-baptismal anointing,
the laying on of hands, and the prayer for the gifts of the Holy Spirit
were to be detached from infant baptism. So, to the present day, we have
two anointings after baptism: one by the priest, and the other normally
by the bishop. By the fifth century, the word “confirmation” had sur-
faced to refer to this second anointing.

Young people who abuse alcohol are prey of perpetrators

According to the 2011 Monitoring the Future Survey, 70 percent of
high school seniors and 33 percent of eighth graders have experiment-
ed with alcohol. Young people who abuse alcohol are more likely to
have impaired judgment compared to those who do not. They are
prone to making poor decisions, which can result in risky behavior
such as driving while intoxicated, sexual activity, or violence. Young
people who drink are also more likely to become victims or perpetra-
tors of physical or sexual assault. In addition, recent research has
shown the human brain continues to develop well into a person's twen-
ties. Alcohol use at a very young age can significantly affect brain de-
velopment.

Jovenes que abusan el alcohol son presa de
perpetradores

Segln la Encuesta de Monitoreo del Futuro del 2011, 70
por ciento de los estudiantes de Gltimo ano de la prepar-
atoria y 33 por ciento de los estudiantes de octavo grado
han experimentado con alcohol. Los jovenes que abusan
alcohol son mas propensos a tener un mal juicio compar-
ado con los que no lo hacen. Ellos tienden a hacer
pobres decisiones, que pueden resultar en un compor-
tamiento riesgoso como conducir mientras estan intoxi-
cados, actividad sexual o violencia. Los jovenes que to-
man también son mas propensos a convertirse en victi-
mas o perpetradores de asalto fisico y sexual.

TRADICIONES DE NUESTRA FE

Después de la muerte de JesUs, los discipulos habian
regresado a su antiguo oficio de la pesca para asi ga-
narse la vida, pues no sabian qué hacer. El JesUs resucit-
ado tuvo que pescarselos de nuevo. En su tercera apari-
cion, Jesus pidié a los discipulos que lanzaran sus redes
al mar. Estos sacaron 153 peces del mar, nimero repre-
sentativo de todas las naciones del mundo. Esta pesca
milagrosa que tuvo lugar en Galilea, nos recuerda otra
pesca milagrosa hecha en Brasil. En 1716 tres pescado-
res pescaban en el Rio Paraiba y al lanzar la red al agua
sacaron una estatua de la Virgen de la Concepcion.
Después, la pesca fue tan abundante que por poco
hundia el barco.
