En el afio 257 se pronuncié una nueva persecucion a los
cristianos en Roma y el dia 6 de agosto unos soldados romanos asesi-
naron al Papa y a cuatro de sus diaconos. Lorenzo, cuyo nombre signi-
fica laureado o premiado, fue arrestado tras la batalla y llevado ante el
alcalde de Roma. Este mando traer todas las riquezas de la Iglesia, pero
Lorenzo ya hacia tiempo que las habia vendido para dar el dinero a los
mas necesitados. No obstante, se marcho de la presencia del alcalde
para luego llegar con él, acompafniado de gente pobre y enferma, insis-
tiendo que ellos eran las verdaderas riquezas de la Iglesia. El alcalde,
furioso, lo mando6 quemar sobre brazas para que muriera lentamente.
Segun testigos de su martirio, Lorenzo, a cierto punto dijo a sus asesi-
nos: “Ya estoy asado de este lado, voltéenme para asarme por comple-
to”. Eventualmente dijo: “La carne esta lista, ya pueden comer” y falle-
ci6 orando por la conversion de Roma.
