MORE THAN DISCIPLES

Each of today’s four scriptural roles—disciple, prophet, apostle, herald—
forms a facet of our life in Christ as we live it day by day. Isaiah tells us
that a prophet is anointed, as we were anointed at our baptism in water
and the Spirit, to bring glad tidings and to promote God’s reign of heal-
ing, justice, and peace. An apostle, like Paul, is one who is “sent.” Each of
us, in his or her own way, is sent by Christ to be a voice of rejoicing, to
encourage prophetic voices in the world, and to make sure that the work
of the Spirit thrives. John the Baptist shows us the job of the herald,
making the Lord’s way straight, announcing the coming of the Light of
the world.

Today we also hear from Mary, model disciple. Her song, the Magnifi-
cat, shows us the world we must believe in and work for: one in which
God is praised, where God’s favor is bestowed on the humble, where
the hungry are filled and the rich are sent away empty, a world that
continues to know and rejoice in the mercy of God that lasts for all
ages.

Santa Safety

Here are some simple guidelines for parents, guardians, and grandpar-
ents to employ to make sure that children have a safe and happy visit
with Santa’s helper: When your child is with Santa’s helper, consider
encouraging him or her to stand next to Santa or sit on the floor be-
tween his feet rather than sitting on his lap.

WORSHIP MADE BEAUTIFUL

Welcoming and tasteful, the environment of our worship space gives
expression to our prayer and draws us in to the presence of God
among us. The members of the Environment Committee strive for har-
mony of symbol, color, texture, shape, and scale that respects the in-
tegrity of the worship space in keeping with the very purpose of the
liturgy - to call all people together in sacramental celebration.

“Environment is more than banners,” says Nicholas Calzada, Director
of Music and Liturgy. “We try to establish, through the senses, a con-
nection to the Lord. During the liturgical year, we celebrate the full
cycle of the life of Christ. From Advent, to Christmas, ordinary time,
into Lent, the Easter season, and throughout the year, our church envi-
ronment correlates to the message of scripture and the themes of the
various seasons. Good environment shows intent. Our goal is to create
an environment that says, ‘Yes, I believe. This is our God.” ”

A Core committee meets several times a year to plan the liturgical envi-
ronment for each season. The design concepts emerge from the imagi-
nation and spirituality of the committee members. The Core committee
members are Cecilia Aquino, Lucila Danan, Maria Danan, Clarita Dar-
yabigi, Frank Hernandez, Sylvia Lukiman, Albert Magwene, Elizabeth
Po, Veronica Rosete, Carmen Toribio, Mike Toribio, Anita Valencia,
Phyllis Welde, and Reniza Yanga. Additional “seasonal” helpers join the
Core committee at work parties to execute the plans, e.g., arrange the
Thanksgiving table, hang Christmas lights, prepare palms for Palm Sun-
day, install banners, etc. The sacristy volunteers, who tend to the flow-
ers and candles regularly, are also part of the Environment team.
