THE GOOD SHEPHERD

This Fourth Sunday of Easter is traditionally referred to as “Good Shep-
herd Sunday.” Today we listen to the words of the Lord as he refers to
himself as the “good shepherd who lays down his life for the sheep.” It
is sometimes so difficult for us to grasp the reality that anyone would
lay down his or her own life for the sake of someone else. This is espe-
cially true in a society that places high value on power and personal
advancement, often at the cost of “trampling” on other people in order
to climb the ladder. Today’s scriptures point to the one we are called
to emulate—the one who lays down his life for his sheep. Today’s
scriptures challenge us to discover ways to bring life to those around
us—to build up rather than to tear down.

TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION

Many of our customs surrounding critical illness come from antiquity,
and yet attitudes have certainly changed. Death was an all-too-familiar
presence then, and people tended to see it as a natural and unavoida-
ble part of life, not a personal catastrophe. People tried to review their
lives, settle their affairs, say farewell to their dear ones, and welcome
the deathbed vigils and prayers that assured them of God’s love and
forgiveness. What people most feared was sudden death. It was dread-
ed and never discussed.

The faithful filled the catacombs with consoling images of the good
shepherd carrying the sheep to safe pasture, or the faithful in glory
seated at banquet tables. The prayer texts from the time are consoling
and positive, and many inspired our modern prayers. The care of the
dying flowed directly from Roman pagan practice; it was home-based
and family-centered. Pagans didn’t especially fear death, but they were
terrified by the dead. Christians, on the other hand, consoled their sick
with psalms of joy and faith in the Resurrection. The goal was to as-
sure the sick person of God’s love, and that the ties that bind the dead
and the living would endure.

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FROM THE FRONT COVER

VIETNAMESE EUCHARIST YOUTH SERVE GOD,
COMMUNITY, AND ONE ANOTHER

Approximately 100 children age 7 to 17 participate in our Vietnamese
Eucharistic Youth program. Weekly group meetings take place Sunday
afternoons at the parish under the direction of Coordinator-Leader
Martin Nguyen. In addition to classroom sessions, the children partici-
pate in group activities and service projects. The day concludes with
5:30 p.m. Vietnamese Mass.

The Love of God in the Eucharist and the Word of God in Sacred Scrip-
ture form the foundation of the Eucharistic Youth Movement. With an
emphasis on prayer, communion, sacrifice, and apostolic work, under
the guidance of the Holy Spirit, the purpose of the program is (1) to
educate and train youth to become better persons and good Christians
and (2) to organize and guide youth in spreading the Good News of the
Gospel and to work for the good of society through charitable service
and helping others.

Children progress through stages. In addition to a standard uniform,
each group is distinguished by a different color neck scarf.

Green (ages 7-9, “Seedling”) symbolizes youthfulness and openness to
new ideas.

Navy blue (ages 10-12, “Searcher”) represents the hope of those who
are searching for their own identity.

Yellow (ages 13-15, “Companion”) is the color of the sunrise of youth
and the opening of one’s life to others, in a spirit of charity and gener-
osity.

After the Companion stage, adolescents may join the Knights of Eucha-
rist, consisting of adults of all ages.

The Vietnamese Eucharistic Youth Movement dates to the early twenti-
eth century. Founded as the Eucharistic Crusade by Fr. Albert Bes-
sieres, S.J., in Europe during WWI, the movement was brought to Hanoi,
Vietnam, by the Sulpicians in 1929 and by the early 1960s had spread
throughout the country. In 1964, in keeping with the spirit of the Sec-
ond Vatican Council, the Eucharistic Crusade became the Vietnamese
Eucharistic Youth and soon spread to Australia, Canada, Europe, Japan,
and the United States.
