ALMSGIVING, PRAYER, FASTING,

encourage us to ask God for what we need and to aid us in our prayer. 
Finally, the Gospel of Luke shows us a fasting Jesus, who was tempted 
as we are, and who knows what it means to be human. Someone once 
said that temptation arises when you’re tired and weary, and the devil 
comes along and makes a perfectly reasonable suggestion. Jesus shows 
us that, with his help, we too can overcome our temptations, reasona-
ble as they may sound.

RCIA 
My Friends in Christ, 

We began Lent on Ash Wednesday, now some of our catechumens and 
candidates, the people that are dismissed and leave mass every Sunday 
after the homily, are ready to receive the Sacraments of Initiation for 
which they have been preparing for some time. We have discerned with 
them and have determined some of them have changed their lives and 
are ready to receive sacraments. On the first Sunday of Lent we cele-
brate a Rite of Enrollment of Names and the Rite of Sending. These 
rites have special meaning and purpose in the Church. For the Rite of 
Enrollment of Names they signed the Book of the Elect -- this book will 
be on display in the church during Lent. It is their signed commitment 
to follow Christ and his teachings. For the Rite of Sending when Fr. 
Beto is satisfied they are ready, he, along with you, the community, 
sent them to the Archbishop to be recognized as being elected by God 
to receive the sacraments. This Sunday, the first Sunday of Lent, at the 
9:30 a.m. mass we celebrated those rites. This afternoon, they celebrat-
ed the Rite of Election with our Archbishop Gomez; this celebration is 
at the Cathedral of Our Lady of the Angels. After the Rite of Election 
our Catechumens, the un-baptized, will now be called our “Elect.” You 
will be able to recognize them in their gray gowns, and they will appear 
on the screens in the church before and after mass. I ask you to please 
pray for them as they now enter a period of more intense preparation 
to receive the Sacraments of Initiation. 

Through the Rite of Election our Elect have entered the period of prep-
aration called the period of “Purification and Enlightenment.” This is a 
time of more intense spiritual preparation consisting more in interior 
reflection and is intended to purify the minds and hearts of the Elect 
as they search their own conscience and do penance. This period in-
cludes the celebration of the scrutinies and the presentations. 

The scrutinies are meant to uncover all that is weak, defective and sin-
ful in the hearts of the Elect; to bring out all that is strong, upright and 
good in them. The scrutinies are celebrated to deliver our Elect from 
the powers of sin and Satan, to protect them against temptation, and to 
give them strength in Christ. These rites are meant to complete their 
conversion and deepen their resolve to hold fast to Christ and to love 
God above all. There are three scrutinies and they will be celebrated on 
the third, fourth and fifth Sundays of Lent. 

The presentations are the presentation of the “Creed” and the “Lord’s 
Prayer,” these ancient text that have always been regarded as express-
ing the heart of the Church’s faith and prayer. The Church loving en-
trusts these sacred texts to the Elect as they complete their prepara-
tion. 

You are asked to participate in these rites. How? By praying in silence 
during the scrutiny and for the presentation of the Creed and the 
Lord’s Prayer to extend your hands in a gesture of giving or handing 
on; we all recite the Creed or the Lord’s Prayer at the same time. 

Keep an eye on this space; it will be bringing you information about the 
RCIA process here at St. Joseph the Worker. I will be telling you when 
we will be celebrating rites and rituals and give information about 
those that are in the Order of the Catechumens here at St. Joseph the 
Worker. My hope is that these celebrations add to your sense of com-
munity and your spiritual experience. Please pray for our Elect, Cate-
chumens and Candidates as they prepare to celebrate the rites called 
for in the RCIA during the coming weeks.

Por último, el Evangelio de Lucas nos muestra a Jesús 
ayunando, siendo tentado así como lo somos nosotros y además él en-
tiendo lo que significa ser humano. Alguien una vez dijo que la tentación 
surge cuando se está cansado y rendido; y el mal viene y hace una suge-
rencia perfectamente razonable. Jesús no muestra que, con su ayuda, 
nosotros también podemos vencer nuestras tentaciones, tan razonable 
como pueda sonar.
