Use concrete visual rules to help children stay safe 
Parents in a crowded place, like a playground or store, will often tell 
their children, “Stay where I can see you.” While the parent understands 
that this means, “Stay close,” a child does not necessarily understand 
the limit — when can a parent see or not see them? A clearer direction 
would be to tell your child, “Stay where you can see me.” This gives 
them the boundary — they must be able to see you no matter where 
they go. Now, your child can check in frequently, all while staying in 
eyesight.

SINH HOẠT GIÁO XỨ 

THE POOR 
As Christians, we hear a lot about the witness and service that we are 
called to render to the poor among us. However, the poor also have a 
witness and a service to render to us. Like the actions of the widow in 
today’s Gospel, the openness and generosity of many of those who are 
poor, even in the midst of their own poverty, bear witness to the fact 
that, ultimately, we can depend only on God. Giving one’s all witnesses 
that God will give all to anyone who trusts in divine goodness. 
The poor or disadvantaged also serve. They serve judgment on our in-
dividual and corporate ways of acting. If people are sleeping in our 
streets, that is a judgment on our priorities regarding others. At the 
same time, the poor can act as mediators of salvation. When they care 
for others they can redeem our indifference and insensibility, lead us to 
care as well, and save us from ourselves.        Copyright © J. S. Paluch Co.  

TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION 
In the 1560s, the Council of Trent attempted to standardize the widely 
variant customs for the pastoral care of the sick and dying. We had 
inherited a practice called “extreme unction,” from the Latin words 
meaning anointing at the point of death. The deeper tradition, howev-
er, is about the prayer of faith that will heal and restore the sick per-
son, and is straight from the Letter of James. The Fathers went back to 
the beginning, and while not discarding the “extreme unction” name, 
made a plea for the proper use of this sacrament. As soon as a person 
is in danger of death from sickness or old age, they reasoned, the time 
for the sacrament had already arrived. As a result of this desire, the 
next ritual text for anointing contained an innovation: a rite for visiting 
the sick that included readings from scripture, psalms, and prayers. 
Old customs fade slowly, however, and the quality of pastoral care 
languished for centuries while people delayed the celebration of a con-
soling and effective sacrament, sometimes missing the opportunity 
completely. A priest ministering to a dying and unconscious patient 
alone in a room has never been the desire of the Church. Our tradition 
is far too rich for this sacrament to be celebrated in such a diminished 
and ungenerous manner.  —Rev. James Field, Copyright © J. S. Paluch Co.
