TOGETHER IN MISSION 2022 

THEOPHANIES 
Today’s readings recount three theophanies, or particular manifesta-
tions of God’s presence. The prophet Isaiah is caught up in a dramatic 
scene of heavenly worship, with a royal throne, burning embers, and 
seraphim singing, “Holy, holy, holy.” Isaiah is overwhelmed. In the re-
sponsorial psalm, the assembly adds its own worship to that of the 
seraphim: “In the sight of the angels, I will sing your praises, 
Lord” (Psalm 138:1). 
Paul reminds the Corinthians of his own experience of a post-
Resurrection appearance of the Lord, making him an apostle, but one 
“born abnormally” (1 Corinthians 15:8), since he had no acquaintance 
with the earthly Jesus. The first of those who did know the earthly Je-
sus were surprised by fishing advice from the teacher who had com-
mandeered Simon’s boat, resulting in an extraordinary catch. Although 
less colorful than those of Isaiah or Paul, this theophany was just as 
overwhelming.

Today, as we deal with the ongoing COVID-19 pandemic, it is notewor-
thy that the National Center for Missing & Exploited Children (NCMEC) 
reported that child safety has also been affected as a result of the 
COVID-19 pandemic. “In 2021, NCMEC stated that they had experienced 
a 97.5% increase in online enticement reports between January 2020 
and December 2020, versus the same time period in 2019.” NCMEC 
maintains a 24-hour hotline at 1-800-843-5678, and the CyberTipline 
receives reports of child sexual exploitation incidents via an online form 
at https://report.cybertip.org/. For more information, request a copy of 
the VIRTUS® article “Online Child Sexual Exploitation and the NCMEC 
CyberTipline” at lacatholics.org/did-you-know.

TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION 
The song of the angels, “Holy, Holy, Holy,” resounds from our lips at 
every Mass. There was a widespread belief in the first religions of the 
world that God stirred creation into being by a word, a song, a musical 
note. Music and a sense of God’s presence have always been insepara-
ble. In the liturgy, your voice is invited into this song as the priest 
names the reasons for our praise. “Heaven and earth are full of your 
glory,” and we are not passive onlookers, but participants in this glory. 
Catholic prayer no longer assigns this angelic hymn to a choir, but 
gives it to you to sing. Even if your voice is thought to be suitable only 
for a well‑insulated shower stall, you are called into this song. 
We are born to sing—just listen to a baby testing the full range of new-
ly‑discovered vocal abilities.  Soon we get shushed and hushed into 
quiet, and given lots of messages that our voices are unwanted, and 
that we need to raise our hands in order to be heard. All of that is over-
turned in liturgy, the place where God waits to hear us come alive in 
the song of all creation. In heaven, everyone’s in the choir; why not 
start practicing now?

“En 2021, el NCMEC declaró que había exper-
imentado un aumento del 97.5 por ciento en los in-
formes de seducción en línea entre enero de 2020 y 
diciembre de 2020, en comparación con el mismo 
período de 2019”. El NCMEC mantiene una línea directa 
las 24 horas en el 1-800-843-5678, y CyberTipline rec-
ibe informes de incidentes de explotación sexual infantil 
a través de un formulario en línea en https://
report.cybertip.org/.

Las lecturas de hoy relatan tres teofanías, o manifestaciones de la pres-
encia de Dios. El profeta Isaías se ve atrapado en una escena dramática 
de adoración celestial, con un trono real, brasas ardientes y serafines 
que cantan, “Santo, santo, santo”. Isaías está sobrecogido. En el salmo 
responsorial, la asamblea añade su propia adoración a la de los ser-
afines: “A la vista de los ángeles, cantaré tus alabanzas, Señor” (Salmo 
138:1). 
Pablo recuerda a los corintios su propia experiencia de una aparición 
del Señor después de la resurrección, lo que lo hace un apóstol, pero 
“nacido de forma poco común” (1 corintios 15:8), ya que no conoció a 
Jesús de carne y hueso. Los primeros que sí conocieron a Jesús de car-
ne y hueso se sorprendieron por los consejos de cómo pescar que les 
dio el maestro que había solicitado subir a la barca de Simón, y como 
consecuencia obtuvieron una pesca extraordinaria. Aunque menos pin-
toresca que la de Isaías o Pablo, esta teofanía fue igual de  
extraordinaria.

TRADICIONES DE NUESTRA FE

en la fiesta de la Candelaria. Es interesante como el 
pueblo cristiano tiene un cierto afecto para Jesús en su 
aspecto de niño.

La 
devoción al Niño Dios debe ser acompañada de la lectio 
divina.
