Sacrament of Baptism
Instructions for Parents and Godparents
Biblical evidence is quite clear that Christ established the Sacrament of Baptism. It is no

surprise that Baptism is the first sacrament the early Church practiced. Baptism is also one of
the three sacraments of initiation.

We currently celebrate baptisms in English and Spanish on the second Saturday of every month
and in Vietnamese on the fourth Saturday except during Lent.

Anyone may pick up a baptism packet however in order to avoid any misunderstandings or
confusion, we will deal ONLY with the parents of the child to be baptized.

Steps to Have Your Child Baptized

e Parents complete the enclosed Baptism Information and godparent complete the Godparent
Information forms. Use pencil only. Please print clearly so that all the information can
be read easily by another person. The forms must be completely filled out. Incomplete
forms will not be accepted. The baptism cannot be scheduled until all forms are accepted
and approved.

o After you have completed the Baptism Information form and the godparents have completed
their forms, bring them along with a copy of your child’s birth certificate and the $60.00
administration fee them to the Parish Center office.

o Deliver the following documents to the Parish Center office.
The completed Baptism Information form
The completed Godparent Information form(s)
A copy of your child’s birth certificate
The $60.00 baptism administrative fee (cash or check payable to St. Joseph the Worker
Catholic Church)
We cannot accept the package until it is complete.

Note: If you are not a registered member of St. Joseph the Worker parish or you do not
live within the parish boundaries, you will need a letter of permission from your local
parish in order to have your child baptized here. Parish boundaries are: Parthenia to the
North, Victory to the South, Wilbur to the East and De Soto to the West.

e When your documents are accepted you will be given a date for a pre-baptism interview.

e You will then need to attend a pre-baptism class. This class is for the parents and
godparents.

The importance of baptism is made clear in the example of Jesus being baptized and in his
parting words to his disciples, “Go therefore and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in
the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit” (Matthew 28:18).

By the waters of baptism the door to Christianity is opened, and we are made members of the

body of Christ. Through this baptism, your child becomes a part of our faith community in the
Catholic Church.
