RCIA 
My Friends in Christ, 

Holy Week begins, the most holy week for Catholics all over the world. 
Our focus in this week is the Passion of Christ. It starts as Jesus cele-
brated the Passover meal (The Last Supper) with his disciples and the 
events of that Passover. We hear how Jesus taught his disciples 
through his actions. It tells us, today’s disciples, that by reenacting his 
actions we follow his teachings, it recalls in our day the saving reality 
of those events. That is why the foundational stories in the gospel are 
so important; in them are embedded the deep meanings that lie behind 
the ritual memorials we celebrate. The meanings that are contained in 
these stories are self-emptying service for others, redemptive identifi-
cation with the lowly as a “suffering servant” and discipleship as will-
ingness to share the mission and ministry of Jesus. These teachings we 
bring to our catechumens and candidates during our RCIA sessions.  

We will begin this holy week quietly in prayer Monday, Tuesday and 
Wednesday. Holy Thursday begins the Triduum these are the three 
days during which Christ suffered, was buried and rose on the third 
day. At the Holy Thursday Mass, the “Mass of the Lord’s Supper”, we 
see Jesus serve his disciples by washing their feet. He teaches us that 
to lead is to serve. During mass we receive the oils that have been 
blessed at the Cathedral of Our Lady of the Angels at the Chrism Mass 
on the Monday of Holy Week. These oils are used for all the celebra-
tions in our parish requiring anointing. After mass on Holy Thursday 
the church is emptied of everything to await Easter when it will be 
filled with great celebration. Then it is Good Friday the most solemn 
day in our Catholic calendar; there is no mass only a prayer service. 
This service is in three parts, the Liturgy of the Word, Veneration of the 
Cross and Communion. Holy Saturday we pray as we wait in anticipa-
tion of the “Great Celebration”, Easter.  

Holy Saturday is a full day for our Elect and Candidates. Beginning in 
morning with a retreat; they spend the morning in prayer and reflec-
tion with their godparents and sponsors in preparation to receive sac-
raments. Then an early afternoon rehearsal for the coming evening’s 
celebration; Mass starts at 7:30pm with the lighting of the Pascal Can-
dle. It is the time they have been preparing for and the culmination of 
their journey to initiation. It is the opening of the door to the begin-
ning of their Catholic life; a great time for them and for us. We wel-
come our Elect into our parish community at the Vigil Mass.  

Our Candidates will be welcomed at mass later in the Easter Season. 
Holy Saturday is a long day for them all, but it goes in the wink of an 
eye and it is full of meaning and emotion for all. Come; celebrate with 
us as we celebrate Easter. I look forward to seeing you there. I remind 
you again to pray for our Elect and Candidates during this Holy Week. 
They are appearing on the screens in the church, please pray especially 
for them.
