Before receiving the
name Paul, he was Saul, a
Jewish Pharisee who
zealously persecuted Chris-
tians. Following his conver-
sion, he spent the remainder
of his life preaching the
Gospel to the Gentiles of the
Mediterranean world. While
different in life, Peter and
Paul suffered similar deaths,
by martyrdom, at about the
same time (64-67 A.D.). The
early church recognized
Peter and Paul as the two
pillars of the church, Their
depiction here in an ancient
icon shows Peter on the left
and Paul on the right each
extending a hand with which
they lift up the church.

PETER AND PAUL

Today is something of a rarity: the celebration of a saint’s day that
replaces the Sunday liturgy. Only a handful of these days, given the
official rank of “solemnity,” are considered so foundational and primal
to the mission of the Church that they can interrupt the Sunday se-
quence. And so it is with Peter and Paul today. In a way, they each have
personality traits with which we can identify. They are both impetuous,
sometimes acting or speaking thoughtlessly, contradicting the spiritual
gifts given to them by God. At such times, they might receive a nudge
from God, much the same as many of us experience. On the positive
side, these men were deeply rooted in their faith in Christ, tireless and
fearless in living out their call to spread the Good News of his death
and resurrection. Perhaps we might identify more with one or the oth-
er, but the essential truth we celebrate today is this: Through the Spir-
it, Christ built and continues to build the Church and make the king-
dom known through fragile, remarkable human beings, each graced in
a particular way for the work of the reign of God.

TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION

Today is an exceptional event on our calendar: the Thirteenth Sunday
of Ordinary Time is eclipsed by a solemnity honoring two saints who
didn’t spend much time together in their earthly ministry, and who
have distinct feasts so they probably don’t mind sharing this one. Yet
each suffered a similar fate in the same city, Rome, during the persecu-
tion of the Emperor Nero. Nero probably ordered the destruction of
many of the residential neighborhoods in service to his building pro-
jects, and when the homeless began to look for someone to blame for
the fires, Nero targeted the Christians. Soon, Peter was crucified, up-
side down, on the Vatican hill. Excavations (called scavi) under the Vati-
can basilica have proven the authenticity of his burial place near the
place of his death. Paul, a Roman citizen, was later granted a swifter
execution by sword, and is remembered at a vast basilica on the city’s
outskirts. Peter and Paul were just about polar opposites. Peter rough
and ready, Paul poetic and polished. Peter carried a burden of regret
for his denials, Paul had his own issues with which he struggled. Peter
leapt over barriers to go to the Gentiles, Paul strove with and surren-
dered to the same call. True, they spent very little time together in this
life, but the same Spirit filled their hearts and by their witness changed
the face of the earth.

Hoy es una rareza: la celebracion del dia de un santo
que reemplaza la liturgia del domingo. Sélo un punado
de dias como éste, con rango oficial de “solemnidad”,
son considerados tan fundamentales y primarios en la
mision de la Iglesia que pueden interrumpir la secuencia
de los domingos. Tal es el caso de san Pedro y san Pablo
hoy dia.
