MONDAY, SEPTEMBER 8, is the
Feast of the Nativity of the Blessed
Virgin Mary. The source for what we
know about the birth of Mary is the
Protoevangelium of James, an
apocryphal gospel written about

A.D. 150. From it, we learn the
names of Mary’s parents, Joachim
and Anne. We do not know for
certain when Mary was born, but
-since the seventh century, her
‘birthday has been celebrated on
September 8, nine months after
December 8, the feast of the
Immaculate Conception. Besides
the birth of Christ, Christian liturgy
* celebrates only two other birthdays,
that of St. John the Baptist and of
Mary, the Mother of Our Lord. An
important feast, the nativity of
Mary anticipates the Incarnation
and birth of her Divine Son.
