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TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION

“Octave” comes from the Latin word for “eight,” and since eight is one
step beyond seven, the number of days in a week, it has long been seen
as a symbol of perfection, completion, and new beginnings. Early Chris-
tians called Sunday the “eighth day,” since it was the day after the Sab-
bath and a day of resurrected life, the Lord’s Day. By the seventh centu-
ry, people regarded the eight days after Easter Sunday as one great day,
an octave, one glorious feast when people were forbidden to fast or
kneel. In the seventh century, Pentecost acquired an Octave, too.
Christmas didn’t claim the honor of a continuous feast, but it did get
an Octave Day. January 1 is the oldest Marian feast, the Octave of
Christmas. It was originally a feast of the motherhood of Mary, alt-
hough for centuries until 1969 it was called the Feast of the Circumci-
sion. Our reformed calendar follows the earlier tradition of celebrating
Mary as Mother of God.

SJW MEMORIAL SOCIETY

St. Joseph the Worker Memorial Society is intended as a meaningful
and beautiful way for persons to remember their beloved deceased or
to express their condolences to friends who have lost a loved one. Per-
sons enrolled in the Memorial Society will share in the spiritual bene-
fits of special Masses and prayers offered throughout the year, every
year. A Mass is offered for those enrolled every first Saturday of the
month at our 8:30 a.m. Mass. The enrollment list is kept in the Parish
Center and is accessible during office hours. Each memorial is present-
ed in a handsome leatherette folder, containing an enrollment card
where the name of the person remembered is inscribed, along with the
person who enrolled the deceased. The leatherette folder with person-
alized enrollment card is particularly suitable on the occasion of a
death, to bring to a viewing or funeral, or to send as an anniversary
remembrance. Call the Parish Center to make arrangements.

TRADICIONES DE NUESTRA FE

En Nicaragua y otras naciones latinoamericanas se celebra el final de un
ano con la “quema del afio viejo”. Construyen grandes mufiecos con ropa
vieja, polvora y papel que se encienden a medianoche entre los dos aflos.
Celebrar el comienzo de un afio nuevo tiene una larga trayectoria en la
historia humana. Hace unos 4000 afios el pueblo de Babilonia ya festeja-
ba la llegada de un nuevo afio con grandes fiestas de primavera. Los ju-
dios, al igual que otros pueblos agricolas, también celebraban su afio
nuevo durante la primavera, el primer dia de Nisan (a principios de abril).

Fue Julio César quien nos dio la fecha del primero de enero como el inicio
de nuestro calendario. En 1582 el Papa Gregorio XIII reform6 el calendario
para darnos el que actualmente esta en uso. No obstante, los cristianos
continuaron celebrando el afio nuevo en primavera para evitar los excesos
del “hombre viejo”. Hace 400 afios la Iglesia comenz0 a celebrar el dia pri-
mero de enero buscando cristianizarlo lo mejor posible. Por eso en el ca-
lendario litirgico este dia es dedicado a Maria, Madre de Dios.

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On the first day of

the New Year, the

Solemnity of Mary, the Mother of God, the Church
celebrates World Day of Peace. This year marks the
fiftieth anniversary of this observance. Inspired by
both St. Pope John XXIlI's encyclical Pacem in terris
and his own encyclical Populorum progressio, Pope
Paul VI introduced the World Day of Peace in 1967.

The Holy Father’s annual message indicates the
diplomatic concerns of the Holy See for the coming
year and is sent to foreign ministries around the
world. Pope Francis has chosen the theme “Nonvio-
lence: A style of politics for peace” for this year's
commemoration.

In calling for a “politics of nonviolence,” Pope
Francis writes, “Violence is not the cure for our
broken world.” He describes active nonviolence as
a political strategy. “Nonviolence is not surrender,
lack of involvement and passivity.” Peacebuilding
through active nonviolence consists of initiatives to
prevent the outbreak or resumption of violent
conflict. It is “a way of showing that unity is truly
more powerful and more fruitful than conflict.”
