LIVING BRANCHES 
The Gospel and second reading for this Fifth Sunday of Easter empha-
size the need for us to remain in Christ, and he in us. This shared life 
finds expression in the image of the one vine and many branches. We 
become living branches of the vine, members of the Body of Christ 
through baptism, Eucharist, and confirmation, sacraments of sharing 
God’s own life. The First Letter of John describes the fruit of this vine 
as active love of neighbor: “And his commandment is this: we should 
believe . . . and love one another” (1 John 3:23). Our first reading from 
Acts shows us an example of someone who shares in Christ’s life in the 
person of Saint Paul. Paul’s fearless witness, even at the risk of his life, 
is proof to everyone that the risen Lord’s Spirit truly fills him with life 
and is bearing fruit in him.

TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION 
In medieval times, one country, Scotland, linked its economy to the 
liturgy. Four holy days of the church calendar were keyed to the legal 
year. On these days, rents were due, clergy and servants were paid, and 
contracts and leases would begin or end. The term days were Pentecost 
(called Whitsunday), the Feast of Saint Martin on November 11 
(Martinmas), the Feast of the Presentation on February 2 (Candlemas), 
and August 2 (Lammas), a harvest festival. On Lammas day, the first 
loaf of bread from the summer wheat harvest was given to the village 
priest. After the Reformation, which swept the Catholic festivals away, 
the term days were gradually detached from the old feasts. It was only 
in 1990 that the term days were anchored on the 28th of February, 
May, August, and November. Today the old Scottish universities are the 
last hold-outs, still naming their terms or semesters after the old festi-
vals. Scottish students today may not know about the liturgical year, 
but they still call the fall term Martinmas, and the spring session Can-
dlemas.  —Rev. James Field, Copyright © J. S. Paluch Co.

MEET FR. PROSPER 
Since late December 2017, our parish has been 
the temporary home of Fr. Prosper Hedagbui, 
from Ghana. While visiting here, he has presid-
ed at weekday and Sunday Masses. Fr. Prosper 
is an alumnus of St. Peter’s Regional Seminary, 
Cape Coast, Ghana, and was ordained in the 
diocese of Jasikan on July 18, 2009, as a dioce-
san priest. 

Following his ordination, Fr. Prosper served as 
the Associate Priest at the St. Peter Claver  
Cathedral for one year. He was later appointed the Pastor of St. Michael 
parish in Kete-Krachi, and also served as the Vocations Director of his 
diocese. Following his service at St. Michael parish in Kete-Krachi, his 
bishop sent him to Rome in 2014 for a Licentiate in social communica-
tions at the Pontifical Gregorian University.  

How is it that Fr. Prosper finds himself at St. Joseph the Worker? Dur-
ing summer break ( 2016) from the “Greg,” he was able to arrange, 
through a Ghanaian priest, who is a friend of Fr. Beto, to visit the U.S. 
and spend the summer at Fr. Beto’s former parish, Nativity, in El Mon-
te. After his studies in June 2017, he returned to the U.S. and served at 
the Holy Innocents parish in Manhattan, New York, from July to De-
cember 2017.  

In December 2017, Fr. Beto invited him to his new parish and with the 
approval of the Archdiocese of Los Angeles, Fr. Prosper will be here 
through June. For the first couple of months in our parish, he simply 
observed, seated among the assembly. He observed that “the parishion-
ers are amazing, devoted, loving and welcoming. You can see on their 
faces that they are here to be closer to their God.”
