JESUS IS ASKING ME

Saturday, August 11, is moving day for Christian
Morquecho. He will join other first-year students at
St. John's Seminary in Camarillo. His journey from
altar server, with deep family roots at St. Joseph the
Worker, to the seminary is a story he tells with joy
and a bit of awe.

“I'm a cradle Catholic,” he says. “Growing up, God was always a part of
my life. There were moments when I really felt God’s presence. In my
junior year of high school (Crespi Carmelite), a priest asked me if T had
ever considered becoming a priest. I didn’t really know what that
meant, so I just kept it in the back of my head.” Christian revisited
these thoughts frequently, especially during his junior year at the Uni-
versity of California, San Diego (UCSD). There he talked to a priest of
the San Diego diocese, who, unbeknownst to Christian, just happened
to be the Vocations Director of the diocese! Then, at about the same
time, he had an unforgettable encounter. “I had this amazing Confes-
sion experience,” he explains. “As I was trying to say my penance, I was
thinking, ‘Wow, that was amazing.’ I thought to myself, ‘I hope other
people can experience that. If I can help in any way, I'd be willing to do
that. I could be a priest if you want me to, God.” I remember hearing
that in my head and thinking, ‘What did I just say! ‘Where did that
come from?’” After the confession experience, Christian wanted to un-
derstand more about the turn his life seemed to be taking. His
thoughts turned to questions about God. “Who are you? Why do you
want to talk to me so much? Why are you going out of your way to
meet me? Why are you so interested?”

While still at UCSD, he attended a series of Saturday learning sessions
for discerners, hosted by the San Diego diocese. During spring break he
met with priests and others in the Los Angeles Archdiocese about en-
tering the seminary. Although drawn to the priesthood, he decided to
stay in school and earn his degree. After graduation, he took a “gap
year” to continue discerning. He acknowledges, “I wanted to see how
sure I was. ”

During this time, Christian’s spiritual director was very helpful. “He
explained to me that once you're in the seminary, you're still discern-
ing. I don’t know if I'm called to be a priest,” he says, “but I'm called to
the seminary. Jesus is asking me. He has been such a great friend in my
life, how could I not at least hear him out? “

God calls each of us to our own way of life. Let us pray in a special way
for Christian, whom Jesus has called to follow Him.

SAFEGUARD THE CHILDREN

Gender divides in childhood can perpetuate abu-
sive behaviors

Parents of young children have likely heard the phrase “boys
will be boys” many times — usually to excuse so-called
“typical boy” behaviors. But this rationalization can extend
dangerously through adulthood, to excuse sexual assault
and harassment. The messages received by young children
have lasting effects. Boys hear that they need to hide their
emotions, so if they are abused, they're less likely to come
forward. Girls hear that boys can be rough or rude, and learn
to tolerate rather than push back. Eliminating this gender
divide early may help combat sexual abuse and assault. For
a copy of the complete VIRTUS® article “Training Boys vs.

Los padres de ninos pequenos suelen repetir la frase de
que “los varones son varones” para justificar ciertas
conductas masculinas. Pero este entendimiento podria
ser un modelo peligroso para la etapa adulta, ya que
esos argumentos podrian justificar el abuso sexual y la
violaciéon. Recuerden que los mensajes que les transmiti-
mos a los hijos tienen un efecto duradero. Ademas, cu-
ando los ninos aprenden que los “varones” no deben
mostrar sus emociones, esto podria ser peligroso en
caso de un abuso sexual, ya que ellos no querrian contar
lo sucedido. Y cuando las ninas escuchan que los va-
rones tienen que ser duros y poco corteses, ellas
también aprenden que ellos deben ser tolerados en vez
de rechazados. Eliminando la diferenciacion de género
en la crianza de los hijos/hijas podria ayudar a combatir
el abuso sexual y las violaciones.
