San Lorenzo Ruiz

San Lorenzo Ruiz, the first Filipino saint, was a layman, married, with
two sons and a daughter. Born in Binondo, Manila, in the early 1600s of
a Chinese father and Tagala mother, he was raised a devout Catholic.
He worked as a calligrapher for the Dominican parish of Binondo,
where he transcribed baptismal, confirmation, and marriage docu-
ments.

In 1636 Ruiz was implicated in a murder. He sought help from his Do-
minican superiors who believed in his innocence. In order to escape
what they believed would have been an unjust prosecution, the Spanish
friars immediately sent Ruiz on a missionary expedition outside of the
Philippines. Initially, Ruiz thought he was being sent to Taiwan, where
he believed his Chinese roots would enable him to start a new life. Lit-
tle did he know that he and his fellow missionaries were actually head-
ed for Nagasaki, Japan, where feudalism was fanning the flames of
Christian persecution. Ruiz was arrested almost immediately upon his
arrival and subjected to intense torture by Japanese captors who tried
to convince him to renounce his faith. Ruiz refused, declaring, “I am a
Christian and I will remain a Christian even to the point of death. On
September 22, 1637, Ruiz and his companions were led up a hill over-
looking the bay of Nagasaki to agonizing punishment and death. Ruiz
died on September 29, 1637.

TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION

In this country, we don’t name our churches “The Fourth Avenue Cath-
olic Church,” but rather seek a patron saint or mystery of faith. We
inherit this tradition from an old Roman custom via medieval England.
Interestingly, that has not been the practice elsewhere, and parishes
abroad often do carry just the name of the neighborhood. In Ireland,
the Roman (English) practices didn’t take hold, and so churches are
known simply by the street they are on, or by a nickname. Saint Francis
of Assisi in Dublin is often called “Adam and Eve” after a pub in the
same street. The pub sign is an interesting carving of our first parents,
so they become patrons by default.

Increasingly in the United States, we are seeing a familiar European
pattern emerge when a few churches, each bearing the name of a pa-
tron saint or mystery, are gathered into one parish that bears a differ-
ent name. Thus, we might hear of a parish of “Midvalley City” com-
prised of Saint Mary, Saint Francis, and Saint Ursula churches. Once a
church has been consecrated, its name may not normally be changed.
Therefore, when parishes are merged, a new name is given to the par-
ish, which may or may not be that of a heavenly patron, but the church
buildings retain their names. In the process, we have lost sight of some
worthy patrons of old, but have also seen new parishes open dedicated
to twentieth-century saints like Edith Stein, Katharine Drexel, and
Mother Teresa. —Rev. James Field, Copyright © J. S. Paluch Co.
