THE INSIDE SHOWS

In this third Sunday of our reading from the Sermon on the Plain, Jesus
speaks of the inner soul and its outer expression. He uses images as he
teaches. He addresses all of us.

Jesus sees a plumb line connecting the soul with the soul's expression-
words and actions. He uses exaggeration to drive home his point. We
are urged to clear out the debris that blinds us. He knows that we have
an uncanny ability to be blind to our own weaknesses, though they be
as big as a board. He knows, too, how willingly we seem to ferret out
others' smallest speck-like flaws.

And this, too, is for our general consumption; solid old goodness and
solid old badness will show eventually. The old Latin saying, which
echoes Jesus’ images, is true: “What is bred in the bone will out in the
flesh.”

“Battered Child Syndrome” is a clinical term professionals use to refer
to children experiencing recurrentphysical abuse from a caretaker over
an extended period of time. Signs of a battered child can include repeat-
ed bruising or bruising in unusual places, broken bones, scratches, and
other injuries. Even if you do not see physical abuse happening, such
injuries may be signs that a child is in danger in his or her own home.
You should report any suspicious injuries or symptoms to a local child
protective services agency — that report could save a child’s life. To

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FROM THE FRONT COVER
PARISH CHOIRS LEAD OUR SUNG PRAYER

Approximately 140 singers and 30 musicians participate in our music
ministry. These talented parishioners form our eight parish choirs,
each of which brings a distinct quality to the Sunday celebration of the
Eucharist. The choir directors, pictured on the front cover, have “day
jobs” in a variety of professions. What they have in common is a love
of music and a desire to bring a sense of joy and communion to the
sung prayer of the People of God.

Traditional Choir (9:30 Sunday); Roy Cacacho, Director. The choir
consists of five musicians and about thirty singers. Roy Cacacho is a
classical pianist, guitarist, and band keyboard player. The choir has
gone on tour, performing in Eastern Europe, the Eastern United States,
and at several California Missions.

Contemporary Choir (11:30, 1st, 3rd, and 5th Sundays); Rynxes Mel-
gar, Director. The choir comprises four musicians and eleven singers,
including three youth members. Rynxes Melgar, the director, studied
piano as a child, followed by music theory in high school and college,
along with private piano lessons.

Filipino Chorale (11:30, 2nd and 4th Sundays); Sonny Fernando, Di-
rector. The fifteen-member choir, including one youth member, is di-
rected by Sonny Fernando at the keyboard, accompanied by guitar. In
addition to keyboard, Sonny plays guitar and organ and has accompa-
nied for parish Masses since the age of ten. He also serves as music
director for concerts in the Los Angeles area and is a weekend D]J.

Hispanic Choir (1:30 p.m. Sunday); Jorge Duron, Director A distin-
guishing feature of the 1:30 p.m. Hispanic Choir is the participation of
youth members - about fifteen. Jorge Durén, on guitar, directs the en-
semble, which totals some thirty singers. Additional accompaniment is
provided by five musicians on guitar, bass, and drums.

Vietnamese Choir (5:30 p.m. Sunday); Billy Dinh, Director. Eighteen
singers and four musicians form the Héng An (Grace) choir. Billy Dinh
is skilled in piano, guitar, and bass. His musical training dates to his
time at the Vietnamese Dominican seminary.

Hispanic Choir (7:30 p.m. Sunday); Jaime Espinoza, Director. Eight
singers accompanied by five musicians lead the assembly in musical
prayer at the Sunday evening Mass, under the direction of Jaime Espi-
noza, on keyboard. Jaime comes from a background in Latin music.

Hispanic Young Adult Choir (7:30 p.m. 1st Sunday); Guadalupe Rivas,
Director. The Hispanic Young Adult group meets every Friday evening
for praise and worship. Its choir, under the direction of Guadalupe Ri-
vas, principal vocalist, leads the assembly once a month at the 7:30
p-m. Sunday Mass. Guadalupe credits her father for introducing her to
the music of the Mass. She began singing with the Young Adult choir in
2004.

Charismatic Prayer Group Choir (5:30 p.m., 3rd Saturday); Tony Val-
era, Director. Twenty singers and four musicians lead the assembly in
song at the Saturday Vigil Mass once a month as well as praise and
worship every Thursday evening at the prayer group meeting in the
church. Tony Valera, the director, is a self-taught musician. He began
playing the ukulele at the age of nine. In high school, he began to learn
guitar and sang with the glee club. He continued singing in college and
eventually joined a parish choir.
