A LITTLE FAITH 
Today our readings are about faith, frustration, and how much is 
enough. Habakkuk is a complainer having an argument with God. Tim-
othy is encouraging a community challenged by cowardice and the 
apostles want more faith than they have. Things aren’t happening fast 
enough for any of them or for us. All of them and we want God to do 
something sooner rather than later and we want God to give us a rea-
son to believe that it will all work out. What does God do? God puts it 
back on them—and us—telling Habakkuk to describe the world he 
wants; telling the apostles to do more than the expected. Doing more 
with less is a familiar phrase today and a reminder that a little faith 
may be enough even for the most difficult times.     Copyright © J. S. Paluch Co. 

TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION 
Sometimes human relationships go awry, but Christ’s choice for us is 
irrevocable. In marriage celebrations, the Church always recalls God’s 
faithfulness to help prepare married couples for enduring the inevita-
ble rough spots. The Byzantine liturgy does this by adorning the couple 
with crowns that remind them of the martyr’s crown. The couple there-
fore takes on a vocation of witnessing to the sacredness of life in all of 
its suffering and joy, and of keeping their eyes fixed on the banquet of 
heaven. 

In Eastern theology, people have a liturgical vocation to give God 
praise, and marriage fits within that plan. It is not so much saying 
prayers that counts, but becoming prayer. Interestingly, in this liturgy 
the couple never utters a word other than joining in the community’s 
chants; there are no marriage vows as such. There is therefore not a 
hint of our Western Christian sense that marriage is a legal contract. 
Rather, it is all about living out one’s baptismal vocation, embracing 
the cross, pouring oneself out in love, and opening to the grace of the 
Holy Spirit.   —James Field, Copyright © J. S. Paluch Co.

SAFEGUARD THE CHILDREN 
Risky behavior that doesn’t rise to abuse 
Sometimes adults will exhibit behavior that, although not at 
the level of sexual abuse, is risky or inappropriate towards 
children in their care. In these cases, it’s difficult, but im-
portant, to talk to the adult in question directly. Describe the 
behavior you witnessed, and why it made you feel uncom-
fortable. Be specific without generalizing or overdramatiz-
ing.  Let the person know that you are concerned about how 
these actions could be seen by others, and what suspicions 
could arise. Stress the importance of role modeling for chil-
dren in the person’s care. For more tips on talking about 
risky behavior, get a copy of the VIRTUS® article “What if the 
Risky Behavior Doesn’t Rise to the Level of Sex Abuse?”

On Sunday, September 22, at our 11:30 a.m., 
the Archbishop of Los Angeles, Most Reverend 
José H. Gomez, celebrated the Rite of Installa-
tion of Auxiliary Bishop Alejandro (“Alex”) 
Aclan as Episcopal Vicar for the San Fernan-
do Pastoral Region. In the opening lines of his 
homily, the Archbishop spoke about the role of 
a bishop. “A bishop shares in the noble mission 
that Jesus Christ entrusted to the apostles. The 
simple words in St. Mark’s Gospel define the 
bishop’s identity and purpose. St. Mark says, 
‘and he appointed twelve to be with him and to be sent out to 
preach.’ (Mark 3:14). This is the vocation of a bishop.”  

The Liturgy 
Priests from throughout the Archdiocese attended this special liturgy, 
along with members of the Regional Pastoral Council and the staff of 
the San Fernando Pastoral Region. We also welcomed Jorge Rodríguez, 
LAPD Operations Valley Bureau Deputy Chief. The SJW 9:30 choir, di-
rected by Roy Camacho, led the assembly in sung prayer. Gillian Moran
-Pérez proclaimed the First Reading, in Spanish, and Mikey Tupaz, the 
Second Reading, in Tagalog. Both are regular lectors at the 11:30 a.m. 
Mass and participate in SJW Youth Ministry. Representatives of Youth 
Ministry also served as ushers. We are grateful to all our parish minis-
ters who participated in the planning of this memorable event. 

About Bishop Aclan 
Born in the Philippines, Bishop Aclan grew up the third of eight chil-
dren. He studied medicine in college, worked in computer program-
ming and systems analysis, and then in banking before called to the 
priesthood in his late thirties. Ordained in 1993, he has served in the 
Archdiocese of Los Angeles for twenty-five years. Bishop Aclan was 
associate pastor at St. Finbar, Burbank, and St. John of God, Norwalk, 
before being named pastor of St. Madeleine in Pomona. From 2014 
through 2018, he was the Archdiocese Vicar for Clergy, responsible for 
the continuing formation and spiritual and physical well-being of 
priests and deacons. In 2017, Bishop Aclan was elevated to Prelate of 
Honor, or monsignor. In March 2019 Pope Francis appointed him Auxil-
iary Bishop of Los Angeles. He is the second Filipino elevated to bishop 
in the United States. He was named Episcopal Vicar for the San Fernan-
do Pastoral Region on May 16, 2019.

Una conducta riesgosa que no llega a ser abuso 
En ocasiones, los adultos mostrarán un comportamiento 
que, aunque no esté al mismo nivel de abuso sexual, es 
riesgoso o inapropiado mostrarlo con los niños bajo su 
cuidado. En estos casos, es difícil, pero importante, 
hablar directamente con el adulto en cuestión. Describa 
la conducta que usted ha visto, y porqué lo/la hizo sentir 
incomódo/a. Sea específico, sin generalizar o sin ser 
demasiado exagerado. Déjele saber a la persona que a 
usted le preocupan cómo esas acciones pueden ser 
vistas por los demás, y sobre las suspicacias que pu-
dieran surgir. Recalque la importancia de ser modelos 
para los niños bajo el cuidado de la persona en cuestión.
