GOD’S REIGN 
By pointing to the end times, today’s readings speak to the coming 
reign of God, when God will make all things new. In Christ, this time 
has already begun. We, by our energized watchfulness, can further 
God’s reign. We can heal broken hearts, free captives, spread the Good 
News. Even so, the reign of God will not be complete without the sec-
ond coming of Christ. Our weekly eucharistic gathering is a sign of the 
fullness of the end times. At Mass we join as an assembly to recall and 
to claim the story of Jesus as our own. Together we give thanks to God 
for the many gifts bestowed upon us. We receive nourishment in the 
simple but profound meal. And our weak and weary selves are invigor-
ated and transformed by the power of Christ, so that we ourselves 
might become effective signs of God’s reign present and to come.

TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION 
New religious faith gives fresh lenses for viewing human customs, and 
the wisdom to transform them. In the ancient world, the Romans 
feared the dead. Funeral customs were designed to hasten the depar-
ture of souls to the next world. Cremation was the rule, although burial 
increased in popularity in the second century. Procession from the 
place of death to the place of cremation or burial was the most im-
portant part of the funeral. Those who carried the funeral bier carried 
it low, close to the ground, to promote the soul’s departure to the neth-
er world. Christians, on the other hand, did not fear the dead, but cher-
ished them as they consigned them to Christ’s love and protection. 
Gradually, they began to reject customs rooted in fear. Christians car-
ried their dead to their resting places singing, with the bier carried 
high, away from the ground and toward the heavens. For the Christian, 
the grave was a sign of hope and a place of remembrance. Supersti-
tious Romans feared burial places, and so the Christians cherished 
them as places of remembrance and prayer, and in time, even celebrat-
ed the Eucharist there. In November, many of us visit the cemetery for 
prayer and the autumn clean‑up. By cherishing our dead, we are re-
sponding in faith to a vital part of our Christian tradition.
