Christmas celebrates the Incarnation, the “en-flesh-ment” of God as a
human person. In Jesus, God is bodily present in the human story. To-
day we honor the Holy Family, helping us to see that God is active in
daily family life. God is near at hand, amidst the tensions, joys, and
uncertainties of family life. As our Gospel passage describes, even with
family miscommunications and with limited understanding of Jesus’
mission, the Holy Family persevered in their life together. Like many
family conflicts, there was no immediate or clear resolution of the is-
sues raised by Jesus and by Mary. God’s intentions for the family, and
for Jesus, were still unfolding. They continued to stay connected with
each other and with God. Within the turbulence of family life, they
trusted God to actively sustain and guide them into an uncertain fu-
ture. We are invited to follow their example.

TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION

In the last century, a few new feasts were blended into the Church year,
including today’s. After World War I, the chaos of daily life in Europe
made its impact felt on the family structure. Partly to offer Christians
an image of hope and holiness in married family life, and also to pro-
mote the welfare of children, today’s feast was “invented” in 1921. In
1969, it became a feast of Christmas.

The prayers today remind us not only of family life, but of life in the
community of faith. We ponder the mystery of a God who loves us
dearly enough to embrace the struggles, joys, and daily sorrows of fam-
ily life. The message of Christmas shines through: God-with-us is avail-
able to us in the ordinary patterns of our lives and commitments. The
lives of people who raise their children in difficult circumstances, and
of people who remain faithful to life in the Church in spite of some of
their own family struggles, occupy a special place in our hearts today
in prayer.

Many parents will be spending the next few days and weeks assem-
bling (and reassembling) their children’s gifts, and it’s important to be
on the lookout for potential hazards, including button batteries.
Button batteries are small, round discs used in anything from toys to
key fobs to watches. If these batteries end up being swallowed or
placed in a child’s nose or ears, they can cause serious damage — from
electrical currents to tissue burns.

Keep an eye on the power sources for the toys your children get this
Christmas, and consider taking extra safety measures for anything
with a button battery.
