A MESSAGE FROM THE PASTOR 
My Dear Parishioners,  
 
I pray that you are doing well and keeping the faith. I want to write to 
you today to let you know that I am praying for all of you every day so 
that God can give us all patience, compassion and understanding dur-
ing this difficult time. This pandemic has really created difficulties in 
our lives and has called for us to adjust our daily routines. I under-
stand the frustration, but we must not lose hope or trust in God. We 
don’t know when this will end, but in the meantime, like David who felt 
oppressed, we can echo his beautiful prayer in Psalm 17:6-9,  
  “I call upon you; answer me, O God. Turn your ear to me; hear my  
  speech. Show your wonderful mercy, you who deliver with your   
  right arm those who seek refuge from their foes. Keep me as the   
  apple of your eye; hide me in the shadow of your wings from the   
  wicked who despoil me.”  
 
While we trust in God, there are some things we can do to help stop 
the spread of this virus. God gives us tools and knowledge to be used 
wisely. Please continue to follow the guidelines of the Archdiocese and 
the L.A. County Health Dept. I know it can be confusing but let us not 
forget that this is something new and we are learning as we confront 
this pandemic.  
I ask that if you are feeling any symptoms such as fever, coughing, 
sore throat, headache, etc. that you stay at home rather than coming to 
mass where you will have close contact with others. Close contact in-
cludes anyone within 6 feet of an infected person for a total of 15 
minutes or more over a 24-hour period or being sneezed or coughed 
on.  
At mass, you probably will sit closer than 6 feet to someone for more 
than 15 minutes. If it turns out you test positive for Covid, you would 
have exposed them as well. Let us work together. Let’s not let this pan-
demic divide us as a community of faith. We need to respect each per-
son’s conscience when it comes to getting vaccinated or not. We will 
come through this pandemic, and we will be united in prayer. We are 
sisters and brothers, and we need to support each other. Jesus said in 
John 17:11  
  “And now I will no longer be in the world, but they are in the     
  world, while I am coming to you. Holy Father, keep them in your   
  name that you have given me, so that they may be one just as we  
  are.”

REVELATION OF GOD’S PRESENCE 
Today’s first reading from Isaiah arises out of the ordeal of the people 
of Jerusalem and Judea as they anticipate the end of seventy years of 
exile in Babylon. Their sufferings and their oppression will end, and 
they are promised joy like that of a great wedding upon returning to 
their homeland. Although this passage is probably set in the early 
sixth century B.C., it is free of historical particulars. Accordingly, the 
Church has understood its imagery universally, as it proclaims God’s 
promise of healing, hope, and happiness for all peoples, in this world 
and in the next. When read against this background, the story of Jesus’ 
turning water into wine at the wedding at Cana becomes a revelation of 
God’s presence in the person of Jesus, making these promises real for 
us in the here and now, in the transformation of our own lives.

En la misa, probablemente se sentarán a menos de 6 pies de alguien 
durante más de 15 minutos.  
Si resulta positivo por Covid, también los habría expuesto a aquellas 
personas. Trabajemos juntos. No permitamos que esta pandemia divida 
nuestra comunidad de fe. Necesitamos respetar la conciencia de cada 
persona a la hora de vacunarse o no. Saldremos de esta pandemia y 
estaremos unidos en oración. Somos hermanas y hermanos, y necesita-
mos apoyarnos unos a otros. Jesús dijo en Juan 17:11  
  “Ya no estoy en el mundo, pero ellos sí están en el mundo, y yo voy 
  a ti. Padre santo, guárdalos en tu nombre, el nombre que me has   
  dado, para que sean uno, así como nosotros.”
