GOD’S PEOPLE GATHER

Our readings today remind us of the larger story of the Bible, of God’s
purposes and promises for the world. Because of humanity’s rejection
of God, as told in Genesis, human communities were first dispersed.
Isaiah proclaims that one day God will gather these communities to be
healed and reconciled with God. In Luke’s Gospel, Jesus echoes Isaiah
and teaches that all peoples in God’s promised future “will recline at
table in the kingdom of God.” Notice that in Isaiah, the nations coming
to God do not lose their ethnicity or unique identity. They bring their
own distinct cultural gifts to God’s table. Each people has its unique
history with God, has received distinct blessings from God, and each is
accountable to God. Today, we live in a global and multi-cultural
Church. When God’s diverse peoples gather in worship today, may we
honor and celebrate each other’s gifts and blessings.

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TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION

The Eucharist was never meant to be only “comfort food,” something
that makes us feel warm and satisfied. It is to be bread for the journey,
nourishment for the task that God has set for our community and for
each one of us. Thus it is not surprising to see some walk away in to-
day’s Gospel, for they understood that recognizing Jesus as the bread
of life is a commitment to changing one’s life.

St. Augustine, whose feast we celebrate this week, once observed that
in celebrating the Eucharist we become what we receive, the Body of
Christ. As we conclude the series of reflections in John’s Gospel on
Jesus as the bread of life, it is appropriate to think about the role that
the Eucharist plays in our lives and in our parish. It is in the Eucharist
that we are nourished and renew our commitment in faith to serve the
Lord. How does the parish social ministry carry out that mandate? How
do you carry it out in your own life? Is it related in any way to the cele-
bration of the Eucharist? How does celebrating Mass Sunday after Sun-
day make a difference in your life and in the world?

TRADICIONES DE NUESTRA FE

Narcisa de Jesus Martillo Moran nacio6 el dia de san Narciso (29 de oc-
tubre, 1832), hija de campesinos ecuatorianos. Vivi6é su vida como cos-
turera y doméstica. Fallecié en Pert1 en 1869. Su fe se distingui6 por su
amor a la presencia de Jesuis sacramentado en la Eucaristia, sus practi-
cas de penitencia y sus obras de caridad. Cuando atn era joven,
conocié la vida de la recientemente beatificada y ahora santa, Marianita
de Jesus, “la Azucena de Quito” (1618-1645). La vida de esta santa mu-
jer latina la inspir6 a vivir como mejor cristiana, buscando ser guiada
espiritualmente por una serie de directores espirituales.
