OUR STRATEGIC GOAL

As a Church, we now move into Ordinary Time. “Ordinary” comes from
the Latin root for “order,” which is why we line the Sundays up on the
calendar and count them—with “ordinal” numbers—one by one. The
orderly way we proceed through the liturgical year reminds us that our
faith offers a strategic goal for our lives: eternal happiness with God,
who is love. Today’s readings share stories of believers who order their
daily activities toward the goal of sharing God’s love. Isaiah embraces
his role as God’s servant and works to bring glory not only to Israel,
but to the entire world. In a similar way, Saint Paul identifies himself as
Christ’s witness in the world and reminds the Corinthians of their life
goal: “to be holy.” The Gospel shows us John the Baptist, servant and

witness, attentive to God’s loving orders, the divine plan for salvation.

TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION

Every year, close to the feast of the Conversion of St. Paul on January
25, and before the feast of the Chair of St. Peter on February 22, the
cause of Church unity is commended to Christians everywhere. Sadly,
Protestants, Orthodox, and Catholics have settled to a status quo of
separation. When baptized people become Catholic, we speak of them
as being received into “full communion.” That means we already share
a communion in faith in many ways, including the Word of God. Many
Protestant denominations have received and revised the three-year cy-
cle of readings first arranged by Catholics in the early 1970s. There-
fore, many of your neighbors who are not Catholic are celebrating and
reflecting on the same readings we are savoring on most Sundays of
the year. This makes for a new spirit of cooperation among preachers
of the gospel, and gives hope that the cause of reunion, desired by
Christ, has great vitality at the table of God’s Word, and will one day

lead to unity at the table of the Lord’s Body and Blood.

This law allows you to transfer any amount
up to $100,000 annually directly to a qualified charitable organization
without paying income tax on the distribution. The transfer does not
generate taxable income or a tax deduction, so you benefit even if you
do not itemized your tax deductions. Your gift can satisfy all or part of
your required minimum distribution.

Gifts of Stock

Gifts of appreciated assets such as stock are an excellent way for you to
make a charitable gift.

Stocks may be transferred directly to the Archdiocese for the benefit of
parish, school or favorite Catholic ministry. These gifts will not affect
your cash flow, and they provide the following tax benefits:

A possible charitable deduction to help you save on taxes
. Bypass of federal and state capital gains taxes
. Avoidance of the tax on net investment income

From a tax perspective, a gift of appreciated assets makes good sense.
You can make the capital gains taxes optional, achieve significant tax
savings and support our programs.

Child sexual abusers often target nurturing, child-friendly environ-
ments, where parents and participants assume that no one would ever
want to harm a child. The Archdiocese of Los Angeles began imple-
menting the VIRTUS® Protecting God’s Children sexual abuse preven-
tion program in 2004 to send a message to potential predators that
child sexual abuse is not tolerated. Through this program, adults learn
that through early identification, awareness, and education they can be
“proactive” in protecting children and young people from child sexual
abuse. Since the program began, more than 405,000 adults have been
trained in abuse prevention.

Additionally, more than 165,000 Catholic school and religious educa-
tion students are trained annually with an age-appropriate curriculum
on boundary awareness and how to communicate if violations of those
safe boundaries occur.
