GOD’S LOVING CARE

Two readings today refer to the northeast region of ancient Israel: “the
land of Zebulun and the land of Naphtali.” Upon hearing these names,
some of us might consult maps and determine exactly where these
regions lie. Others might let the unfamiliar names drift by unnoticed. If
no maps are handy—but we don’t want to ignore the references com-
pletely—consider this: we might not know the latitude and longitude of
Zebulun and Naphtali, but God does. We praise God for watching over
every inch of land and sea, caring perfectly for each creature on the
planet. While Isaiah celebrates the depth of God’s care with “abundant
joy and great rejoicing,” Saint Paul begs us to remember how the Lord
shows this loving care: through the cross. In today’s Gospel, Jesus calls
Peter, James, and John to follow him. We follow too, confident that God

accompanies us, wherever we are.

OUR FASCINATING FAITH

Ordinary Time

Between the end of the Christmas season and the start of Lent, the
liturgical year begins a period known as Ordinary Time. That season is
interrupted by the seasons of Lent and Easter, and then resumes again
after Pentecost. The English translation of the Latin name for this sea-
son has received much criticism because of our association of the word
“ordinary” with something of lesser value, the opposite of something
special. Critics point out that Sunday is the original feast day of the
Church, that there is nothing at all “ordinary” about our weekly cele-
bration of the Lord’s dying and rising. Translators explain that in this
context the English word “ordinary” retains the root meaning of
“ordinal,” something counted “in order,” and that the Sundays through-
out the year are in fact named by their numerical order.

It is helpful to understand how all five of the “special” seasons of the
liturgical year (Advent, Christmas, Ordinary Time, Lent, Easter) fit to-
gether to unfold the single mystery of Christ. As we continue the year
now with Ordinary Time, we are mindful that what we celebrate is in-
deed as “extraordinary” an experience of God’s grace as one could ever
imagine.

TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION

“Ordinary” is not always a desirable adjective. Who would not be insult-
ed to receive a thank-you note for your “ordinary birthday gift,” or “the
ordinary hospitality at the dinner party”? No restaurant advertises its
“ordinariness,” no car dealer seats a customer at the steering wheel and
whispers, “Look how ordinary it is!” Yet here we are in “Ordinary
Time.” The word carries a different meaning here: it does not mean
these days are dull, boring, pedestrian, uninteresting. It means
“ordinal,” or “numbered” Sundays, a season of the year when we follow
the story of Jesus’ life and ministry in an ordered way, with each Sun-
day assigned an ordinal number.

You can amaze your friends with this example of Catholic arithmetic:
the “Ordinary Sundays” begin with the last Sunday of Christmas, the
Baptism of the Lord, continue until the Sunday before Ash Wednesday,
and resume after a cluster of feasts following Pentecost Sunday. The
numbers are calculated by counting backwards from the Solemnity of
Christ the King, the Thirty-fourth Sunday in Ordinary Time. Now you

know there is nothing “ordinary” about “Ordinary Time!”

NUESTRA FASCINANTE FE

Tiempo Ordinario

Entre el final del tiempo de Navidad y el comienzo de la Cuaresma, el
ano litargico inicia un periodo conocido como Tiempo Ordinario. Este
tiempo se interrumpe con los tiempos de Cuaresma y Pascua, y se
reanuda después de Pentecostés. La traduccion al espafol del nombre
latino de este tiempo ha recibido muchas criticas debido a que asocia-
mos la palabra “ordinario” con algo de menor valor, lo contrario de
algo especial. Los criticos sefialan que el domingo es la fiesta original
de la Iglesia, que no hay nada de “ordinario” en nuestra celebracion
semanal de la muerte y resurreccion del Sefior. Los traductores expli-
can que, en este contexto, la palabra en latin “ordinal” conserva el sig-
nificado de su raiz, algo que se cuenta “en orden”, y que los domingos
de todo el afio se denominan, de hecho, por su orden numérico.
Resulta util comprender cémo los cinco tiempos “especiales” del aiio
litargico (Adviento, Navidad, Tiempo Ordinario, Cuaresma, Pascua)
encajan para desplegar el unico misterio de Cristo. Mientras continua-
mos el afio con el Tiempo Ordinario, somos conscientes de que lo que
celebramos es, en efecto, una experiencia tan “extraordinaria” de la
gracia de Dios como se pueda imaginar.
