There is a version of myself that walks into church on Ash Wednesday 
and a version of myself that walks into church on Good Friday. Aside 
from having the same face, these women bear very little resemblance to 
one another. 
Ash Wednesday Me is fired up. She’s ready to go. She’s got a stomach 
full of pączki, a forehead full of ashes, an oven full of fasting bread and 
a whole list of Lenten resolutions. She’s got a plan for the next 40 days 
and she’s ready to be transformed. 

She’s lumbering into church dragging six 
weeks of failure and unfulfilled expectations behind her. Nothing went 
the way it was supposed to (again).

GOSPEL MEDITATION - ENCOURAGE DEEPER  
UNDERSTANDING OF SCRIPTURE 
February 26, 2023 - 1st Sunday of Lent 
The Spirit leads Jesus into the desert to be tempted by the devil, and 
we hear this: “He fasted for forty days and forty nights, and after-
wards he was hungry.” Seems like a questionable battle preparation 
plan. When I fast, I usually feel grouchy at best, and at worst, like I 
might pass out from longing for a hamburger. Isn’t it better to be 
well-fed and fully hydrated, especially to face spiritual struggles? 
Why fast? 
This might help. The origin of the word “fast” means to “hold firm-
ly.” We still use it that way when we say, “I held fast to my original 
decision.” We human beings are a bundle of desires which vie for 
our attention: food, drink, comfort, safety, sex, laughter, beauty, and 
so on. If we can’t manage to have firm grip on them, in short order 
they’ll have a firm grip on us. By fasting from our lower desires, we 
learn to firmly grip on to what is greater. Fasting leads to us to a 
firmer hold on our body and mind. 
Jesus fasts for us. He’s showing us that his grace can help us regain 
this firm hold of our lives, which makes it more difficult for the dev-
il to tempt us. But take it one more step. Fasting also teaches us to 
finally hold fast to Jesus, the Word of God in flesh. “Man does not 
live by bread alone,” he says, “But by every word that comes forth 
from the mouth of God.” Jesus’ fasting reveals his fast hold to the 
Father in everything. May our fasting help us to grasp ourselves 
more firmly, and then to hold fast to Jesus alone.       Father John

RCIA 
We begin Lent on Ash Wednesday, this the time of prep-
aration for Easter. We are asked to pray, sacrifice and 
give alms, and on Fridays to abstain from eating meat. 
Please look over your day-to-day and see how you can 
observe what the Church is asking of us. Last Sunday, 
our catechumens, the people that are dismissed and 
leave mass on Sunday after the homily, are ready to re-
ceive the Sacraments of Initiation for which they have 
been preparing for some time. We have discerned with 
them and have determined they have changed their lives 
and are ready to receive sacraments. Last Sunday we 
celebrate a Rite of Enrollment of Names and the Rite of 
Sending. These rites have special meaning and purpose 
in the Church. For the Rite of Enrollment of Names, they 
signed the Book of the Elect. It is their signed commit-
ment to follow Christ and his teachings. For the Rite of 
Sending; when Fr. Beto is satisfied they are ready, he, 
along with you, the community, sent them to the Arch-
bishop to be recognized as being elected by God to re-
ceive the sacraments. Last Sunday, the Sunday before 
Lent, at the 10:30am mass we celebrated those rites. 
That afternoon they celebrated the Rite of Election with 
our Archbishop Gomez at the Cathedral of Our Lady of 
the Angels. After the Rite of Election our Catechumens, 
these are the un-baptized, will now be called our “Elect.” 
You will be able to recognize them in their gray gowns, 
and they will appear on the screens in the church before 
and after mass. I ask you to please pray for them as they 
now enter a period of more intense preparation to re-
ceive the Sacraments of Initiation. Through the Rite of 
Election, our Elect have entered the period of prepara-
tion called the period of “Purification and Enlighten-
ment.” This is a time of more intense spiritual prepara-
tion consisting more in interior reflection and is intend-
ed to purify the minds and hearts of the Elect as they 
search their own conscience and do penance. This peri-
od includes the celebration of the scrutinies and the 
presentations. The scrutinies are meant to uncover all 
that is sinful, weak, and defective in the hearts of the 
Elect; to bring out all that is strong, upright and good in 
them. The scrutinies are celebrated to deliver our Elect 
from the powers of sin and Satan, to protect them 
against temptation, and to give them strength in Christ. 
These rites are meant to complete their conversion and 
deepen their resolve to hold fast to Christ and to love 
God above all. There are three scrutinies and they will be 
celebrated on the third, fourth and fifth Sundays of Lent. 
The first scrutiny will take place on March 12 at the 
9:00am mass, look for it. 
The presentations are the presentation of the “Creed” 
and the “Lord’s Prayer,” these ancient text that have al-
ways been regarded as expressing the heart of the 
Church’s faith and prayer. The Church loving entrusts 
these sacred texts to the Elect as they complete their 
preparation. You are asked to participate in all these 
rites. How? By praying in silence during the scrutiny. 
Keep an eye on this space; it will be bringing you infor-
mation about the RCIA process here at St. Joseph the 
Worker. I will be telling you when we will be celebrating 
rites and rituals and give information about those that 
are in the Order of the Catechumens here at St. Joseph 
the Worker. My hope is that these celebrations add to 
your sense of community and your spiritual experience. 
Please pray for our Elect, as they prepare to celebrate 
the rites called for in the RCIA during the coming weeks.
