GOSPEL MEDITATION - ENCOURAGE DEEPER
UNDERSTANDING OF SCRIPTURE

January 25, 2026
3rd Sunday in Ordinary Time
Matthew 4:12-23

I was 22 years old, lying in bed one night while on a pilgrimage, when I
suddenly sensed an idea in my mind: “Go to the seminary.” There was
no voice, no vision, but a gentle and unmistakable clarity. I simply
prayed, “Lord, if that’s from you, let me find great joy in it.” Three days
later, my heart was bursting with joy. I dropped everything and entered
the seminary. The older I get, the stranger my rather careless and hasty
departure seems to me. I followed not because it made sense, or be-
cause I was especially brave. I went because the Lord called me.
Something like this happens in today’s Gospel. Jesus walks by Simon,
Andrew, James, and John and says, “Come after me” (Matthew 4:19).
And immediately they leave their nets and follow. There’s no explana-
tion, no hesitation ... just movement. Why? As St. John says, “In this is
love: not that we have loved God, but that he loved us” (1 John 4:10).
They do not leave their nets because his call made perfect, calculable
sense. They left them because they were called. And Jesus’ call is pow-
erful.

Take a moment this week to remember when Christ first called you.
However small or quiet it was, recall it, and give thanks. The more we
marvel that Christ has called us personally, the more passionately and
freely we will follow him.

SJW MEMORIAL SOCIETY

St. Joseph the Worker Memorial Society is intended as a meaningful
and beautiful way for persons to remember their beloved deceased or
to express their condolences to friends who have lost a loved one. Per-
sons enrolled in the Memorial Society will share in the spiritual bene-
fits of special Masses and prayers offered throughout the year, every
year.

SAFEGUARD THE CHILDREN

What does grooming look like?

In practice, grooming relies on secrecy. Groomers use secrets to bind
their child victims to them, starting with small secrets and working up
to harmful ones, like abusive behaviors. Predators often use bribery
(“T'll let you stay up late and watch TV if you let me do this.”), threats
(“T'll hurt you if you tell.”), and withdrawal of affection (“I won’t like
you if you tell anyone the truth.”) to keep children from disclosing
abuse. Families should establish a “no secrets” rule, and never ask chil-
dren to keep secrets from their parents or trusted adults. For more

Los abusadores utilizan
secretos para crear un vinculo con sus victimas
menores, comenzando con pequenos secretos y pasan-
do a otros mas daninos, como comportamientos abu-
sivos. Estos depredadores suelen recurrir a compor-
tamientos enganosos para manipular “te dejaré
quedarte hasta tarde y ver la television si me dejas hacer
esto”, amenazar “te haré dafo si lo cuentas a alguien”, y
retirar el afecto “no me gustaras si le cuentas la verdad
a alguien” para evitar que los nifos divulguen el abuso.
Las familias deben establecer una regla de “no secre-
tos” y nunca pedir a los ninos que oculten secretos a sus
padres o a adultos de confianza.

Pero hay uno que
debemos seguir muy de cerca: “La gente que vivia en la oscuridad ha
visto una luz muy grande; una luz que ha brillado para los que viven en
lugares de sombras de muerte” (Mateo 4:16).

;En nuestra vida, cuales son los lugares de sombra y de muerte?
;Donde debe entrar la luz que ilumine nuestra existencia? La con-
version del corazon debe ser la guia que oriente el timén de nuestra
vida. San Pablo nos indica una de tantas direcciones: que no haya divi-
siones entre nosotros, sino, por el contrario, que exista concordia entre
las familias y la comunidad. Claramente nos recuerda que
pertenecemos a Cristo. La clave esta en saber vivir de acuerdo con el
Evangelio. El Papa Le6n XIV nos ofrece pautas seguras para llegar a
Cristo: “Ayudense los unos a los otros a construir puentes con el didlogo,
con el encuentro, uniéndonos todos para ser un solo pueblo, siempre en
paz”. “La humanidad necesita de El como puente para ser alcanzada
