GOSPEL MEDITATION - ENCOURAGE DEEPER  

UNDERSTANDING OF SCRIPTURE 
A few years into my priesthood, I hit a wall. I had taken on too many 
commitments: Masses, meetings, ministries, projects. I couldn’t keep 
up. I was double-booking, forgetting things, running late, and letting 
people down. My boss at the time, a wise priest, and our shared secre-
tary, noticed. For my birthday, the two gave me a stack of 100 flash-
cards, each with one word printed in a different language: “NO.” It was 
funny, but also painfully true. If I couldn’t say no, my yes was in dan-
ger. 
In this Sunday’s Gospel, Jesus says, “Let your ‘Yes’ mean ‘Yes,’ and 
your ‘No’ mean ‘No.’ Anything more is from the Evil One” (Matthew 
5:37). He’s not just giving advice about polite speech. He’s showing us 
something about the freedom of Christian discipleship. The follower of 
Christ is called to speak clearly, simply, and honestly. There is joy in 
that kind of freedom. 
The Church Fathers often linked this kind of straightforward truthful-
ness with spiritual maturity. The devil is the father of lies, but Jesus is 
the Word made flesh. When we hedge, flatter, exaggerate, or avoid, we 
open space for the shadows to creep in. That little stack of flashcards 
reminded me that God does not want us enslaved to the expectations 
of others or to the fear of disappointing them. He wants us to enjoy 
the peace of saying yes and meaning it, and saying no, and meaning it, 
too. 
Lenten Challenge: Practice one moment of honest, peaceful speech this 
week. Maybe it’s a sincere “yes” to something important, or a humble 
“no” to something you cannot do. Let it be a quiet step into the free-
dom Jesus offers.

SAFEGUARD THE CHILDREN 

Online enticement: what is it and how to talk about it 
Online enticement involves an individual communicating with someone 
believed to be a child via the internet with the intent to commit a sexu-
al offense or abduction. This is a broad category of online exploitation 
in which a child is being groomed to take sexually explicit images and/
or ultimately meet face-to-face with someone for sexual purposes, or to 
engage in a sexual conversation online or, in some instances, to sell/
trade the child’s sexual images. This type of victimization takes place 
across every online platform – social media, messaging apps, game, etc. 
The goals of online enticement vary, but most commonly offenders 
seem to want to extort additional sexually explicit images from the 
child. Children and teens may not take the first steps in disclosing to 
an uncomfortable online interaction, so it’s important to understand 
the issue and how to talk about it. For more information, please vis-
it https://www.missingkids.org/theissues/onlineenticement.

San León Magno, en su sermón número 92 (1, 2, 3), decía: “La virtud 
cristiana puede superar la de los escribas y fariseos, no por la su-
presión de la ley, sino por entenderla en un sentido más profundo. Por 
eso el Señor, al enseñar a sus discípulos la manera de ayunar, les dice: 
‘Cuando ayunen, no anden cabizbajos como los hipócritas, que desfig-
uran su rostro para hacer ver a la gente que ayunan. Les aseguro que 
ya han recibido su paga.’ ¿Qué paga, sino la alabanza de los hombres?” 
Señor, enséñanos a estar abiertos de todo corazón a tu Espíritu, ya que 
solo Él podrá empujarnos a practicar el amor, la justicia y la paz.
