PROTEGIENDO A LOS NINOS

Formas de combatir la trata de personas

La trata de personas puede ocurrir en cualquier lugary
cuando menos lo esperamos. Los traficantes suelen
centrarse en victimas potenciales que son vulnerables,
por ejemplo, si un nino tiene una vida familiar insegura o
sin apoyo. Una forma de actuar es eliminar las vulnerabi-
lidades siempre que sea posible.
